In addition to the specific course learning outceniere are important general study abroad legrnin
outcomes. Study abroad students should be able to
1. Articulate a reasonably nuanced knowledge of thet bolture and country;
2. Express an understanding of the student’s homareudind country identity in comparison to the
host culture and country; and
3. Analyze their developmental process as they stuadylearn abroad.
